RIC RUSH TRIVIA OFFICIAL RULES:

Participation will take place at three different lowcountry locations.  NORTH PARK GRILLE, WESTCOTT PLANTATION, and DORCHESTER LANES.  To earn points, teams can compete at any or all of the locations. Locations and times of Championship Night will be posted at www.ricrushdjservice.com.  Make-up of the Championship night will consist of the two highest scoring teams from their registered home location followed by the next 6 highest scoring teams overall.  (12 teams total).  

Week to week trivia will be a 2 game, general knowledge trivia competition consisting of 3 rounds per game, 5 questions per round, 15 questions total.  After each round, questions will be recapped and scores revealed.  The top 3 teams with the most points at the end of each game will win prizes selected by the venue.  Ties will be broken with a statistical question answered by participating teams.  Questions come from various sources and all decisions of the judges/moderators are final.   Weekly competition is open to both registered and non registered teams.  Registered teams will receive a receipt of their points at the end of each night of competition.   
Championship trivia will be one (1) game consisting of 30 general knowledge questions.  Questions/Answers will be handed in after every 10 questions, for time and grading purposes.  Questions will not be recapped or scores revealed until the end of the 30 questions.  In the event of a tie for first place, the tied teams will move onto an overtime round of 5 questions.  If still tied after the overtime round, the participating teams will move to a “sudden death” overtime round.  Ties for 2nd and 3rd place will be determined by a statistical question. 
TEAM ROSTER   In order to considered for the Championship round, teams must fill out a roster of team members and designate a team captain.  Team captain will be the contact person for RIC RUSH TRIVIA.  Decisions for the team will be made by the team captain.     There is no limit to the number of players any one team can have, however, registered members must participate in at least 8 of the 12 weeks of the competition to be eligible for “Championship” night.  Non-registered members/guests of a registered team can participate with that team during the weekly competition.  While a registered team may participate at any or all of the three venues, a team must be registered to a home location.   Registered teams will receive a receipt of their points at the end of each night of competition.
